The competition consists of three rounds in each discipline. All competition performances are public.

The jury is appointed for each discipline separately. The international juries consist of
renowned artists and experts. Decisions of the juries are final.

Financial awards are announced for each discipline separately:

1t prize CZK 100,000

2 prize CZK 70,000

3dprize CZK 40,000

The juries can give special awards for the best interpretation of the chosen compositions.

The financial awards above are subject to tax and/or other possible deductions in accordance with laws and
regulations valid in the Czech Republic.

The juries reserve the right not to award individual prizes or to divide them in accordance
with the Statute.

The title “Laureate of Leo$§ Janacéek International Competition in Brno”, together with
diplomas with their names, titles and prizes belong to all prizewinners. Holders of
honourable mention and special prizes and bonuses will also get diplomas without any
claim to the title of laureate.
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The competition repertoire for PIANO:

Selection round

A video recording not exceeding 20 minutes must contain:

a) Prelude and Fugue from The Well-Tempered Clavier, BWV 846-893 by Johann Sebastian Bach

b) Concert etude by Fryderyk Chopin, Franz Liszt, Sergej Rachmaninov or Alexandr
Nikolaevich Scriabin

c) Solo piano composition of the candidate’s choice (own compositions of the competitors
and unauthorized transcriptions are not allowed)

At the very beginning of the recording, the competitor must visibly say “Leos Jandcek
International Competition 2022 towards the camera, then play the program. The recording,
including the verbal introduction, must be made on a single camera, without any cuts and
additional editing. During the performance, the entire figure of the competitor must be in the
shot. Technical requirements: video at least 720p / 25 fps, audio at least 128 kbps, 44,1 kHz /
16 bit, stereo. The recording must be placed on YouTube in “unlisted” mode, with comments
turned off; the link to the recording must be sent by 31 May, 2022 to the e-mail mslj@jamu.cz.
The result of the selection round will be communicated to the competitors by e-mail by June 30,
2022 in response to the sent link. Only the names of the competitors selected in the ' round will
be listed in the result list of the selection round on the website of the competition, in alphabetical
order. The order and names of non-selected competitors will not be published in the results list.
The compositions from the selection round can be played again in the first or second round.

Round Ill - max 50 minutes

a) Serious composition written between 1840 and 1940

It is obligatory to play the entire composition, not only its parts.

b) Selection of the composition (compositions) according to the candidate’s choice
Interpreted compositions from previous rounds must not be repeated.

In this round, the dramaturgical selection will be also evaluated.

Disposition of the instruments will be published on the website of the competition.
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8. The organizer reserves the right to record and broadcast all competition performances.
Participants do not have a right to any payment for it.

9. Participants can notify possible changes in repertoire by 29 July 2022.

10. The participants of the first round have to pay themselves the accommodation. From the
second round the accommodation for the advancing competitors is paid by the organizer
(the accommodation facility will be specified on the website). If the candidates choose
different accommodation facilities, it will be at their own expenses.

11. Transport and boarding are arranged and paid by participants themselves.

12. In case of late arrival at the competition performance or breaking the rules or statute of the
competition, participants will be eliminated from the competition.
