Category II: Unique THE
The world, the sun, the moon, the queen, the President of the CR, the
internet, the boss
1) Ordinal numbers: the 1%, the Sth, the 20™
2) Superlatives: the funniest, the fastest, the most intelligent
3) The last, the next, the only, the right, the wrong

Category III: One of many A/AN
1) expressions of quantity or containers: a pack of cigarettes, a tube of

toothpaste, a majority of Slovaks (are cute), a series of problems, a lot
of time, a bit of sugar, a flock of sheep, a herd of cows

Plurals:
The first time you talk about a plural, use NO ARTICLE.
The second time, use THE.
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
