1) Put a comma before a change of subject
(podmét)

2) NEVER put a comma before ‘that’, ‘if’
or ‘when’ even if there is a change of
subject!

I got home, when Bob was having a fit. ®

3) Use a comma before BUT, SINCE and AS
when they are conjunctions (spojky).

4) Put commas around non-defining clauses
and participle clauses (prechodniky), and



after the hypothesis of a conditional
sentence.

(Defining Clause: The man that I met at the
supermarket is coming to visit me.)

5) Put commas around (or after) editorial
and organisational comments, and time
hrases.

6) lists
A, B, C(,) and D
